ARUNDEL TOWN
Å Arundel itself is dominated by the magnificent Arundel Castle (open from April to 

October) with its beautifully preserved tapestries, armour and art collections. There 
are inspiring gardens, exciting jousting displays and historical festivals. Tours of the 
castle are available www.arundelcastle.orgThere is an interesting museum opposite 
the main gates of the castle www.arundelmuseum.org

Å Visit the imposing Arundel Cathedral www.arundelcathedral.org

¶ There are magnificent walks and views across the South Downs countryside from 
Arundel Park.  Walk down the hill in the park and you will come to Swanbourne 
Lake where you can hire a boat to go rowing 
www.swanbournelodgetearoom.co.uk/summer-boats  .  A little further on is the 
Arundel Wetlands Centre ãhome to a collection of over 50 species of wildfowl 
from around the world in a natural setting www.wwt.org.uk

¶ Arundel Lido has swimming and aqua aerobics www.arundel-lido.com. Horse 
riding lessons are available on New Road, Arundel 
http://www.arundelridingcentre.co.uk.

BEACHES AND WATERSPORTS
Å West Beach: located past Littlehampton Links golf course at the end of Rope Walk.  

There is a great fish and chip shack on the beach called West Beach Café (open 
summer months only www.facebook.com/westbeachcafe1/) and the beach is just 
a little further along.  

Å ClympingBeach:  The beach is mostly stone but reveals a little sand at low tide 
with good rock pooling areas.  There is a huge grassed area behind the beach 
perfect for family cricket or rounders and a no frills café for a cuppa.  

Å Felpham Beach: A great promenade which stretches from Middleton to Bognor
Regis: a fun and easy stretch of the coast for for prams, bikes and wheelchair 
users to negotiate. There is an excellent eat in café and ice cream shop called the 
Lobster Pot www.facebook.com/people/The-Lobster-
Pot/100063597068849/and 

Å West Wittering Beach: The most famous beach in the area.  It is sandy and very, 
very long with pathways through the dunes.  Beware that the traffic can be heavy 
during peak season.

THE COAST

Chichester Harbour.  The captain will take you out to see the seals and help 
you identify the birds in the area.  He will also point out the local celebrity 
owned properties along the coast!  Prices are £16 per adult and £12 for 
children and can be booked in advance through Rachel Coates (see above for 
details).

¶ A sunset paddleboard or kayak trip: the guide will take you out to see the 
seals or take you fishing!  This trip is £25 per head and can be booked in 
advance through Rachel Coates (see above for details).

¶ The pretty harbour village of Bosham is a great starting point for a coastal 
walk or you can takethe ferry running across the bay from Bosham to 
Itchenorwww.itchenorferry.co.uk.  If you catch the tide right you can even 
walk across Bosham estuary!
